Students may also participate in UIL Academic 
Events, Choir, Field Trips, and Theater 
Productions. Counseling programs, Character 
Education and Peer Mediation are utilized.   
 The Middle School Students are 
provided with a comprehensive academic 
instructional program in the subject areas of 
language arts, mathematics, science, and social 
studies. Wilson Reading Program, Accelerated 
Reader, Gifted and Talented, Special Education, 
and Technology Training are included for the 
varied needs of all students. Also provided are 
participation in UIL Academics, Band, Athletics, 
BETA, and SADD.   
 The High School Instructional Program 
offers students an extensive academic study, 
complimented by appropriate electives. Course 
emphasis is on English Language Arts, 
Mathematics, Science, and Social Studies, with 
other instructional opportunities in AP classes, 
Gifted & Talented, concurrent enrollment for 
college and high school credit, Special Education, 
Foreign Language, SAT/ACT Preparation and 
Career and Technology Programs. Additionally, a 
variety of electives, extracurricular and UIL 
activities; such as: Athletics, Academic UIL, NT 
Best, One-Act Play, NHS, Student Council, Tech 
Prep, and the Texas Scholar Program are offered. 
A distance learning lab has bee implemented to 
enable students to gain both high school and
